· This fixture is suitable for wet locations.
· Clean only with mild soap and water.  Avoid spraying with cleansers, insecticides, and pesticides that are petroleum base product.  These will degrade luminaire.
· Do not use near or around flammable/combustible material or liquids.
· When replacing the lamp (bulb), use only Type A medium base lamp (bulb) – 60 Watt Maximum.  Never use a lamp (bulb) with a higher wattage than the stated maximum allowed on the fixture.  Using a higher wattage lamp may cause a fire hazard and/or damage to the unit.
· The lamp (bulb) and fixture can get hot during use.  Turn off the power and allow the fixture to cool down for at least 10 minutes prior to working on the unit.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

BE SURE POWER IS TURNED OFF AT THE MAIN POWER PANEL OR FUSE BOX PRIOR TO INSTALLATION OR REPLACING FIXTURE.                                         
· Remove old lighting fixture.  If installing at a new location, contact a qualified electrician.
· Attach Mounting Bar (A) to junction box with two (2) ½” Mounting Bar Screws (B) – Figure 1. 
· WIRING – See Figure 2.
· Connect the Black wire from Fixture Base (A) to the Black wire of the supply circuit using Wire Connectors (D).
· Connect the White wire from Fixture Base (A) to the White wire of the supply circuit using Wire Connectors (D).
· Connect bare fixture ground wire to ground wire from the junction box using Wire Connectors (D).  NEVER CONNECT GROUND WIRE TO BLACK OR WHITE POWER SUPPLY WIRES.
· Insert wires into junction box.
· Position Fixture Base (C) over junction box and secure in place with 1” Fixture Mounting Screw (E) and Washer (F) – Figure 3.
· Install Type A Medium Base lamp (bulb – not included) into socket housing.  Lamp wattage NOT to exceed 60 Watts.  See ‘Installing or Replacing Lamp’ Section.

· Place Diffuser (G) on Fixture Base (C), then place Grill (H) over Diffuser and attach to Fixture Base with four (4) ½” Grill Mounting Screws (J) – Figure 4. 
· IMPORTANT:  Apply a weatherproof silicone caulk or sealant around the fixture base to reduce chance of water leaking into the fixture body.

INSTALLING OR REPLACING LAMPS 
· WARNING:  Turn off power and allow fixture to cool down for at 10 minutes prior to working on unit.
· Remove Grill (H) and Diffuser (G) by removing four (4) ½ “ Grill Mounting Screws (J).
· When replacing lamp (bulb), use only a Type A Medium Base lamp (bulb) - 60 watts maximum. 
· To remove existing lamp (bulb) gently twist lamp counterclockwise until it becomes
 free of fixture.  Install new lamp (bulb) by turning clockwise.  Do not over-tighten lamp (bulb).
· Replace Grill (H) and Diffuser (G).
