* Press “DAY", "HR" and "MIN” respectively to set up the time and day for the timer to be TURNED ON or ACTIVATED for
Program 1. For “DAY” setting, you can choose daily (Mon-Sun), weekdays only (Mon-Fri), weekends (Sat-Sun) only, Monday
through Satuday or one specific day (Monday is used in FIGS 5 and 6). Press “DAY” button repeatedly to reach your desired
setting.
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After setting up the activation time, press “PROG” button again to set the time for the timer to be TURNED OFF or
DEACTIVATED. The display changes from “ON" to “OFF” (FIG 6). Repeat these procedures to set up time and day for the
timer to be TURNED OFF or DEACTIVATED. (For example, in FIGS 5 and 6, the timer will be turned on at 6:00 PM on Monday
and will be turned off 10:30 PM on Monday.)

NOTE: The timer programming function allows a different DAY setting for ON/OFF times. Generally, you want the same setting
for each. For example, Weekend (SA SU) for both ON and OFF times. However, if a specific day is chosen, the day can vary
between ON and OFF. For example, if Monday is chosen for ON, and Wednesday is chosen for OFF, the power will be ON
from Monday through Wednesday.

If you would like to enter the next program, pressing the “PROG” button again will take you to Program 2. Repeat the

above steps to set the time and day. The unit can store up to 6 programs.

During program setting, pressing the “RESET” button once will clear the current program setting. if the “RESET” button is
pressed and held for more than 3 seconds during programming mode, ALL programs will be erased.

To exit the programming screen, press the “TIME” button once.

Set the “Timer Slide Switch” to the ON position in order to activate the program(s).

Plug the timer into a wall socket and push the “Manual ON/OFF” button to OFF if you have not done so. If the “Manual
ON/OFF" button is turned ON, the unit will act as a regular wall socket to the appliance connected to it.

NOTE: Because six programs can be active at once, it is possible to have conflicts and/or overlapping ON/OFF commands. For example, if Program 1
turns power ON at 4 PM daily and OFF at 6 PM daily, and Program 2 turns power ON at 3 PM and OFF at 8 PM on Thursday only. The timer will follow
the commands of both programs in sequence. The result: on Thursday, the power will be ON at 3 PM (Program 2) and OFF at 6 PM (Program 1).
